RE-ISSUE PROJECT

In an effort to curb abuse and unauthorized access to our Clubhouse facilities,

the Bear Hollow Village Homeowner’s Association (BHVHOA) will be re-issuing

NEW CLUBHOUSE ACCESS CARDS to all Owners, Lodge Owners, and Office Building Tenants in good standing with the BHVHOA.  The NEW cards have the Bear Hollow Village Logo and “CLUBHOUSE” imprinted on them so there will be no confusion between Clubhouse access cards and similar cards.
Between now and March 31, 2012, please make arrangements to receive your new Clubhouse Access Card(s) through one of the following options:

1.  STOP IN at the Clubhouse between 2PM and closing time any day but MONDAY and see GREG WATKINS the Clubhouse Manager to receive your new access cards.  Call GREG directly at 435-655-5888 or email him at 

greg.parkcity@gmail.com to schedule card pickup.
2.  Have your PROPERTY MANAGER stop in at the Clubhouse and see GREG WATKINS as outlined above to receive your new access cards on your behalf.
3.  Request to have your new Clubhouse access card(s) MAILED to your address of record with the BHVHOA.  NOTE: LODGE Owners will NOT have this option available. Contact HOWIE for card mailing (908-707-4594– hb2690@aol.com )
All community residents are entitled to receive one Clubhouse Access Card at NO COST.  A second access card is available for a $100.00 fee.  Owners who have already paid for a second access card will have two cards issued to them.

(Maximum 2 cards per Unit will be issued – Office Tenants receive only 1 card per Unit).  Tenants will receive their cards via the Office Manager.
It is requested that you please RETURN your existing Clubhouse Access Card(s)
upon receipt of your new card(s).

A MAXIMUM of six (6) persons will be entitled to enter and use the Clubhouse facilities per access card.  No access card = NO ADMISSION to Clubhouse.
All OLD Clubhouse Access Cards will be DE-ACTIVATED on March 31, 2012.

After March 31, 2012, the BHVHOA will begin to contact Owners individually if they have not secured a new access card by one of the above options available.
